Arabic Studies

Arabic is spoken by more than 200 million people around the world. The
increasing trade and diplomatic exchanges between Australia and the Arabic-
speaking world makes it important for students wishing to pursue a career in
these areas to acquire the language and understand culture. The acquisition of
Arabic language is aso highly desirable for a general understanding of the
Islamic world.

Arabic studies is one of six programs that constitute the Melbourne Institute
of Asian Languages and Societies (MIALS). The institute was established in
1998 as a major teaching and research initiative of the University of Mel-
bourne. MIALS serves to strengthen the University's role as a major interna-
tional centre for the development of studiesin Asian languages and societies.
Students who specialise in Arabic studies develop transferable skills that will
enhance their career options. Alternatively, they are able to expand on their
interest and knowledge through an articulated structure of higher degree study
options at the University of Melbourne.

Arabic language classes cater for a range of competencies, from beginners
level, for studentswith little or no knowledge of Arabic to more advanced lev-
els, for students with some prior knowledge of the language. Students of Ara-
bic studies will receive a comprehensive grounding in important areas of
Arabic language, society and culture.

Language study streams

The institute offers two streams of Arabic language study:
Beginners
The beginners stream is available to students who have little or no
knowledge of Arabic. It is available at both first and second year
although students intending to complete a major will need to com-
mence their language study in their first year.

Post-VCE

The post-VCE stream is usually only available to students who have
obtained a passin VCE Arabic, or its equivalent.

The institute determines the language stream in which a student is to enrol.
Placement is based on VCE results, other language study, other language
study record, or a placement test.

Stream enrolment remains provisional until confirmed or, aternatively,
altered according to the student's needs as determined by the Institute during
the first two weeks of teaching. Asfar as possible, the Institute will notify stu-
dents of any changes to their stream during the first two weeks of semester.
Where a change is made in the third or fourth week of semester it will be
reported to the Associate Dean (Academic Programs).

Diploma of Modern Languages (Arabic)

The Diploma of Modern Languages (DML) enables students to gain a
diploma in language study in the course of completing an undergraduate
degree at the University of Melbourne.

The DML usually involves a three-year sequence of language study, totalling
a minimum of 100 points. It adds one year to the duration of an ordinary
degree course.

The DML (Arabic) is offered in the beginners and post-V CE streams. Arabic
subjects are taken alongside degree subjects in an integrated sequence of
study. This must be approved by the home faculty course adviser. The student
may be required to sit a placement test. See Diploma in Modern Languages
(p-13).

Requirements for a language major

A major in Arabic studies usually consists of 125 points comprising:

Entry to honours must be approved by the Arabic studies coordinator and the
Faculty of Arts honours course adviser. Intending honours students must sub-
mit a well-defined proposal for an honours research project in November of
the preceding year, and make arrangements for appropriate supervision with
advice from the fourth-year honours coordinator.

write simple letters to friends, and make journal entries relating to everyday
activities; and a familiarity with a number of important Arab cultura habits
and traditions.

Assessment: Written work totalling 1500 words, a 2-hour examination and a
15-minute aural/oral test.

with major cultural issues and modern literary movements and ideas in the
20th century in the Arab Middle East.

It will
also cover the role and function of stylistic complexity in Arabic, the develop-
ment of Arabic literature in the modern period including some examples of
writing in the period and translation of texts of moderate difficulty in non-
technical language from Arabic to English and vice versa using dictionaries.
Students will choose any four units from the following: speaking, writing,
trandation, Arabic literature, grammar, guided reading, and research meth-
ods.

Students read and trandate selections in modern standard Arabic such as
short stories, newspaper articles, essays, travel literature, biographies, and
short dramas. This subject will develop skills such as: a refined use of idio-
matic forms; alevel of proficiency in written structures of sophisticated com-
plexity and the capacity to command their use freely; and an independent
style in written language use. It will enrich students' knowledge of Arabic
vocabularies and sentence structures. It will also cover some principles of
trandlation and important issues in trandating Arabic texts.

Description: This subject is for students who have satisfactorily completed
110-410 Arabic 4A or equivaent. It aims to further enhance students' profi-
ciency by an in-depth linguistic survey of Arabic language styles through
authentic reading in modern standard Arabic and understanding and applica-
tion of grammatical and stylistic rules. Students read and analyse selectionsin
modern standard Arabic such as short stories, newspaper articles and short
dramas and poems. The analysis will be based on a study of selected gram-
matical and morphological phenomena of Arabic, based on reading from the
modern study of linguisticsin Arab world. Students will focusin their analy-
sis on selected linguistic concepts, tracing their deferent manifestations in a
given text. This subject will develop students skills such as proficiency in
written structures of sophisticated complexity and the capacity to understand
and evaluate specialist and technical language use as well as better under-
standing of Arabic syntax. It will also cover a variety of issues in modern

Description: This subject involves a special study based on the student's other
subjects taken previously or concurrently. Readings can be in any of the fol-
lowing two main areas: Arabic literature or Islamic studies. Students compl et-
ing this subject should be able to undertake a small scale research project in
Arabic studies or Islamic studies in an area of interest to them and consistent
with the aim of the subject; and present the findings of their research in a
scholarly manner. This subject may be taken more than once in consultation
with the Head of Arabic Studies.

Assessment: Written work totalling 4000 words for 3rd year, 5000 words for
4th year and masters students. Masters students will be required to do addi-
tional background reading and to present their written work in a more
research-oriented mode.
