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Russian

The study of Russian involves the study of the language, literature and culture
of the Russian-speaking people. Russian is the officia language of the Rus-
sian Federation, with some 150 million speakers, and is still a lingua franca
amongst the countries of the Commonwealth of Independent States. It is a
language with a significant modern literature. The 19th century boasts such
writers as Pushkin, Tolstoy, Dostoevsky and Chekhov, and there have been
five winners of the Nobel Prize for Literature in the 20th century who wrotein
Russian: Brodsky, Bunin, Pasternak, Sholokhov and Solzhenitsyn.

The Russian program provides a comprehensive range of subjects within the
general area of Russian language, literature and culture. Students are also able
and encouraged to take subjectsin Russian and East/Central European history
and political science as part of their mgjor. It is also possible to undertake a
linguistic study of another Slavic language (currently Czech) at ahigher level.
The School of Languages, Cultures and Linguistics at Monash University
also offers awide range of undergraduate and postgraduate subjects in Slavic
languages, literatures and cultures which can be taken on a complementary
course basis by Melbourne University students as part of their degree. The
languages offered at Monash University are Ukranian and Polish.

Time commitment to study

As well as scheduled contact hours for lectures, tutorial and seminars a con-
siderable additional time committment is needed to complete the academic
requirements of each subect.

A subject-specific time commitment to study will be provided by your lec-
turer or tutor at the beginning of semester to help you schedule your workload
and successfully manage your time during the semester. In addition, general
estimates of the total time commitment required to study a 12.5-point single
semester subject in the Faculty of Arts can be found on page 1.

Language study streams

The department offers two streams of Russian:
Beginners
The beginners stream is for students who have little or no knowledge
of Russian. It is available to students at both first and second year,
although students intending to complete a major in Russian will nor-
mally need to commence their language study in thefirst year.

Post-VCE

The post-VCE stream is usually only available to students who have
obtained a passin VCE Russian, or an approved equivalent.

Diploma in Modern Languages (Russian)

The Diploma in Modern Languages (DML) enables students to gain a
diploma in language study while completing an undergraduate degree at the
University of Melbourne.

The DML usually involves a three-year sequence of language study, totalling
a minimum of 100 points. It adds one year to the duration of an ordinary
degree course.

The DML (Russian) is offered in beginners and post-V CE streams. Russian
subjects are taken alongside the degree subjects in an integrated sequence of
study. This must be approved by a faculty course adviser and the Head of the
Russian Program. See Diploma in Modern Languages (p.13).

Requirements for a major

Studying overseas

Students are encouraged to take in-country studies in Russian. Credit may be
granted for subjects approved prior to the studies being undertaken. Mel-
bourne Abroad Scholarships are available on a competitive basis through the
School of Languages for such study trips.

Career opportunities

Graduates of the Bachelor of Arts who have mgjored in Russian have found
employment in teaching, the media, the theatre, the public service, diplomacy
and tourism. In addition, when combined with another or a higher degree,
Russian equips graduates for careersin academia, international law, and inter-
national business. Commercial dealings between the West, including Aus-
traliaand Russiaare aso increasing.

Description: This subject involves advanced grammar, translation in both
directions, composition, and close study of literary texts. By the end of the
subject, students should demonstrate a very solid control of the grammatical
system; demonstrate afairly large active and passive vocabul ary, sufficient for
trandlating medium-difficulty texts (Russian to English) without a dictionary
and difficult ones with a dictionary; be able to write and converse in Russian
on relatively serious topics (eg. social or political issues); understand normal
spoken Russian (eg. lectures, broadcast talks) on any general topic; and
understand the content and literary structure of selected literary texts (by
commenting and trandating). Students should also develop a deeper knowl-
edge of Russian society and culture.

Assessment: A 2-hour exam 40% (at the end of the semester), a 10-minute
oral exam 10% (at the end of the semester) and written assignments totalling
1000 words for second/third-year, 2000 words for 4th-year 50% (due
throughout the semester).

109-110 Advanced Russian B

Availability: 2nd, 3rd and 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Prerequisites: 109-109 Advanced Russian A (p.3) or equivalent.

Contact: A 1-hour lecture, a 1-hour seminar and two 1-hour language classes
per week (Semester 2).

Description: This subject involves advanced grammar, translation in both
directions, composition, and close study of literary texts. By the end of the
subject students should demonstrate a very solid control of the grammatical
system; demonstrate afairly large active and passive vocabulary, sufficient for
translating medium-difficulty texts (Russian to English) without a dictionary
and difficult ones with a dictionary; be able to write and converse in Russian
on relatively serious topics (eg. socia or political issues); understand normal
spoken Russian (eg. lectures, broadcast talks) on any general topic; and
understand the content and literary structure of selected literary texts (by
commenting and tranglating). Students should also develop a deeper knowl-
edge of Russian society and culture.

Assessment: A 2-hour exam 40% (at the end of the semester), a 10-minute
oral exam 10% (at the end of the semester) and written assignments totalling
1000 words for second/third year, 2000 words for 4th year 50% (due through-
out the semester).

Availability: 2nd and 3rd year

Credit points: 12.5

Prerequisites: 109-103 Beginners Russian C (p.2) and 109-104 Beginners
Russian D (p.2) or equivalent. European studies students wishing to enrol in
this subject would normally have completed first-year European studies, see
Prerequisites (p.1).

Semester: Not Offered

Description: This subject builds on the knowledge students already have of
Russian and introduces them to many of the main linguistic features of the
modern language. It stresses both a theoretical knowledge of (Russian) lin-
guistics as well asthe practical application of that knowledge for the purposes
of improving students' Russian. The following areas are covered: varieties of
language register (eg. colloquial versus 'higher' register, Russian dialects);
problems of meaning (eg. homonyms, paronyms); problems of translating
from English to Russian; language and everyday life (eg. measurements,
numbers, names of countries and nationdlities); verbal etiquette (eg. forms of
address); and Russian morphology (inflection of nouns, adjectives and verbs).

109-112 Russian Linguistics B
Availability: 2nd and 3rd year
Credit points: 12.5
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Prerequisites: 109-103 Beginners Russian C (p.2) and 109-104 Beginners
Russian D (p.2) or equivalent. European studies students wishing to enrol in
this subject would normally have completed first year European studies, see
Prerequisites (p.1).

Semester: Not Offered

Description: This subject builds on the knowledge students already have of
Russian and introduces them to many of the main linguistic features of the
modern language. It stresses both a theoretical knowledge of (Russian) lin-
guistics aswell asthe practical application of that knowledge for the purposes
of improving students' Russian. The following areas are covered: vocabulary
and idiom (eg. loanwords, neologisms, proverbs); word formation (eg. pre-
fixes, suffixes); prepositions and the cases they govern; syntax (eg. use of
cases, use of aspects); phonetics and phonology.

109-116 Reading Russian for Social Scientists A
Availability: 2nd and 3rd year

Credit points: 12.5

Semester: Not Offered

Description: This subject introduces students with no prior knowledge of
Russian to Russian socia science texts (texts on current affairs, history, poli-
tics, sociology, geography etc.). It provides students with the basic grammati-
cal tools and vocabulary needed to gain a passive knowledge of Russian in
order for them to be able to read such texts with the aid of adictionary. By the
end of the subject, students should be able to read, understand and translate
into English Russian texts of moderate difficulty with the aid of a dictionary.

109-117 Reading Russian for Social Scientists B

Availability: 2nd and 3rd year

Credit points: 12.5

Semester: Not Offered

Description: This subject introduces students who have completed Reading
Russian for Social Scientists A (or at least the equivalent) to more advanced
social science texts (texts on current affairs, history, politics, sociology, geog-
raphy etc.). By the end of the subject, students should be able to read, under-
stand and trandate into English advanced Russian texts with the aid of a
dictionary.

109-212 Russian C19th Literature and Society

Availability: 2nd and 3rd year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Dr Robert Lagerberg

Prerequisites: Usualy first-year European studies, see Prerequisites (p.1).
Contact: Two 1-hour lectures and a 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 2).
Description: This subject is an introduction to Russian culture and society in
the 19th century through the study of literary texts against a background of
Russian and European artistic and intellectual movements (Romanticism,
Realism, 'Nihilism', 'new art' at the turn of the century). Students who com-
plete the subject should have become familiar with selected magjor texts of the
19th century Russian literary canon, and be able to critique these through con-
temporary critical theory and in an interdisciplinary context which draws on
philosophy and the arts in European culture in general. The texts are studied
in English, but students specialising in Russian language read specified texts
intheoriginal.

Assessment: A written classpaper of 1000 words 25% (due during semes-
ter), an essay of 3000 words 65% (due at the end of semester), attendance and
participation in tutorials 10%.

Availability: 3rd and 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Dr Robert Lagerberg

Prerequisites: 109-110 Advanced Russian B (p.3).

Contact: Two 1-hour lectures and a 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 1).
Description: This is a post-advanced language-acquisition subject, in the
course of which students should be able to enhance their capacity to use cor-
rect, idiomatic Russian both in written and spoken form; acquire the ability to
understand and translate messages of a sophisticated level of complexity
occurring in avariety of styles and contexts; and develop a conceptual under-
standing of the language through a linguistic study of language functions.
Assessment: Weekly assignments totalling 1500 words for 3rd year, 2500
words for 4th year 50%, a 10-minute oral exam 10% (at the end of semester),
a 1-hour language exam 20% (at the end of semester) and a 1-hour literature
exam 20% (at the end of semester).

109-446 Advanced Topics in Russian Grammar B
Availability: 3rd and 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Dr Robert Lagerberg

Prerequisites: 109-445 Advanced Topicsin Russian Grammar A (p.4).
Contact: Two 1-hour lectures and a 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 2).
Description: This is a post-advanced language-acquisition subject which
builds on the knowledge gained in 109-445. Students who complete it should
be able to enhance their capacity to use correct, idiomatic Russian both in
written and spoken form; acquire the ability to understand and translate mes-
sages of a sophisticated level of complexity occurring in a variety of styles
and contexts; and develop a conceptual understanding of the language
through alinguistic study of language functions.

Assessment: Weekly assignments totalling 1500 words for 3rd year, 2500
words for 4th year 50%, a 10-minute oral exam 10% (at the end of semester),
a 1-hour language exam 20% (at the end of semester) and a 1-hour literature
exam 20% (at the end of semester).

109-447 Introduction to Czech through Russian

Availability: 2nd and 3rd year

Credit points: 12.5

Prerequisites: Permission of the coordinator. European studies students
wishing to enrol in this subject would normally have completed first-year
European studies, see Prerequisites (p.1).

Semester: Semester 2

Description: This subject is a contrastive linguistic study, involving both the-
ory and practice, of Russian and Czech. By the end of the subject students
should have a basic understanding of Czech, especially in contrast to Russian;
be able to read any Czech texts with the help of a dictionary; be able to pro-
nounce Czech reasonably well; be in a position to continue independently
learning to use Czech at all levels.

109-448 Reading Course in Slavic Studies

Availability: 3rd and 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Dr Robert Lagerberg

Prerequisites: Approval of the subject coordinator.

Contact: Regular meetings with the supervisor (Semester 1, repeat 2).
Description: Students studying Slavic studies, including Russian, may be
permitted to take this individual reading subject. After consultation with an
appropriate member of staff who agrees to act as a supervisor, students wish-
ing to take this subject should submit to the coordinator details of their pro-
posed topic for approval, including bibliography and a proposed schedule of
assignments. Approval may not be given if there is substantial overlap
between the proposed topic and the content of an existing subject. Students
may enrol in this subject only if they have already completed al other
optional subjects available.

Assessment: Two 2000-word essays 50% each (one due mid-semester and
one at the end of semester) for 3rd-year students, a 2000-word essay and a
3000-word essay for 4th-year students 50% each.

Fourth-year subjects

109-506 Russian Thesis
Availability: 4th year
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Credit points: 37.5

Coordinator: Dr Robert Lagerberg

Prerequisites: Admission to fourth-year combined honours in Russian.
Contact: Regular meetings with supervisor over two consecutive semesters of
enrolment (Semester 1, repeat 2).

Description: Research into Russian language or literature on a selected topic
approved by the head of Russian in coordination with the thesis supervisor.
Assessment: Students must write a thesis of 10 000 words in Russian or 12
000 words in English on an approved topic 100% (due before the end of the
second semester of enrolment).
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
