Chinese Language and Studies

The study of Chinese language and culture is highly advantageous for stu-
dents interested in banking, trade, financial, diplomatic services and a range
of other professional careersin the internationalised world. Chinese language
classes cater for arange of competencies, from students who have little or no
knowledge of Chinese to advanced-level speakers. These targeted levels of
language proficiency provide students with the means for a contextualised
approach to Chinese language, society and culture, and increasingly, Chinese
science and technology.

Chinese studies addresses modern and pre-modern aspects of Chinese culture
and society, including language, literature, film, philosophy and religion. Cul-
tural and linguistic knowledge provides a foundation for the exploration of
contemporary Chinese social organisation and strategies for research and
development, business, trade and international relations in evolving global
communities. Chinese studies is one of a number of programs that constitute
the Asia Ingtitute. The Institute was established in 1998 as a major teaching
and research initiative of the University of Melbourne. The Asia Institute
serves to strengthen the University's role as a major international centre for
the development of studies in Asian languages and societies. Students who
specialise in Chinese studies develop transferable skills that will enhance
their career options. Alternatively, they are able to expand on their interest
and knowledge through an articulated structure of higher degree study options
at the University of Melbourne.

Time commitment to study

As well as scheduled contact hours for lectures, tutorial and seminars a con-
siderable additional time commitment is needed to complete the academic
requirements of each subject.

A subject-specific time commitment to study will be provided by your lec-
turer or tutor at the beginning of semester to help you schedul e your workload
and successfully manage your time during the semester. In addition, general
estimates of the total time commitment required to study a 12.5-point single
semester subject in the Faculty of Arts can be found on page 1.

Language study streams

Chinese Language Program Coordinator: Ms Diane Manwaring
The Asia Institute offers three streams of Chinese language study:
Beginners
The beginners stream is for students who have little or no knowledge
of Chinese. It is available to students at both first and second year,
although students intending to complete a major will need to com-
mence their language study in their first year.
Post-VCE

The post-VCE stream is usualy only available to students with no
background in Chinese who have obtained a pass in VCE Chinese or
its equivalent.

Studentswith a Chinese-speaking background
Four different levels are available to students who are from a Chinese-
speaking background:
* no knowledge of written Chinese

» knowledge of written Chinese limited to approximately 500 char-
acters

e passinVCE Chinese or equivalent
¢ substantial education in a Chinese environment.

Placement in one of these levels depends on a number of factors, such
as spoken competence in Mandarin or a Chinese dialect and ability to
read and write Chinese characters.

The Ingtitute determines the language stream in which a student is to enrol.
For al students the subject(s) they enrol in will be determined by the Institute
after an interview. Placement is based on the interview, VCE results, other
language study record and, if necessary, a placement test. I nterviews and
placement tests will be held in the week preceding the first week of
semester. No student may attend class without first attending an inter-
view and/or placement test.

Stream enrolment remains provisional until confirmed or, aternatively,
altered according to the student's needs as determined by the Institute. As far
as possible, the Ingtitute will notify students of any changes to their stream
enrolment during the first two weeks of semester. Where a change is madein
the third or fourth week of semester it will be reported to the Associate Dean
(Academic Programs).

Students of other faculties may enrol in Chinese in any year of their course
with the approval of their faculty and the Faculty of Arts.
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Diploma in Modern Languages (Chinese)

The Diploma in Modern Languages (DML) enables students to gain a
diploma in language study while completing an undergraduate degree at the
University of Melbourne.

The DML involves a three-year sequence of language study, totalling a mini-
mum of 100 points. It adds one year to the duration of an ordinary degree
course.

The DML (Chinese) is offered in the beginners, post-V CE, and Chinese back-
ground streams. Chinese subjects are taken alongside degree subjects in an
integrated sequence of study. This must be approved by the home faculty
course adviser. All students are required to attend an interview and/or place-
ment test to determine subject enrolment (see above).

Students wishing to undertake Chinese language study as part of an exchange
program may credit their studies towards the DML. However, such students
should contact the Chinese Language Program Coordinator in their first year
of study to ensure that their study plan can accommodate exchange study in
their DML.

Honours entry

level, either as part of a major in Chinese or outside it, with a grade of
H2A or higher.

Students intending to study Chinese at Honours level are strongly encouraged
to complement their study of the Chinese language either by completing a
major in Chinese studies or by taking some subjects on Chinese culture and
society, either in this Institute or in history, politics, or fine arts.

Studying overseas

Suitably qualified students studying Chinese in the Institute may undertake
language study oversess for credit towards their degree. An application for
credit must be lodged with the Institute prior to proceeding overseas. Oppor-
tunities for in-country study are provided by 110-213 Chinese in China (p.8),
110-226 Intensive Chinese Program: China (p.9) or through the University of
Melbourne's student exchange program. Interested students should consult
the Faculty of Arts Student Support Centre for approval to receive credit for
such studies. See Studying overseas for credit (p.4).

Career opportunities

The importance of Chinese to Australia is growing both because of Aus-
tralias expanding links with China and other nations in the region, and
because of the increasing size of the Chinese-speaking community within
Australia. High rates of economic growth in Chinaand elsewherein East Asia
make Chinese a good long-term option. Graduates of the Bachelor of Arts
who have mgjored in Chinese have found employment in banking and the
financia sector, in the diplomatic service and in other government depart-
ments, in private industry and commerce, and in secondary and tertiary teach-
ing. Students studying for a professional degree such as law, commerce or
engineering are aso likely to find career prospects enhanced by combining
their studies with Chinese.

Description: This is an introductory course in Chinese for students with no
previous knowledge of the language. By the end of this subject students

should be familiar with the Pinyin system of romanisation and be able to read
and write approximately 300 Chinese characters.

Assessment: A 2-hour examination 60% (due during the examination
period), two short tests 20% (due mid-semester and late semester), ongoing
vocabulary tests 10% and class participation 10%

Description: This subject is a course in elementary spoken Chinese to com-
plement 110-143 Introductory Chinese 1A (p.4). Students will learn standard
pronunciation and should develop basic listening comprehension and speak-
ing skills on alimited range of everyday topics.

Undergraduate Studies

Prerequisites: 110-161 Chinese 1B (p.6) or 110-029 Introductory Chinese
2B (p.5) and 110-030 Spoken Introductory Chinese 2B (p.5) or equivalent as
determined by the coordinator.

Contact: Three hours of tutorials per week (Semester 2).

Description: This subject is an advanced unit introducing the techniques of
Chinese newspaper analysis for fields such as politics, international affairs,
intellectual debates etc. Students will use current reading materials to study a
range of political affairsin the Peopl€e's Republic of China. On completion of
the subject students should be able to read news articles in Chinese with the
aid of a dictionary; demonstrate a knowledge of issues of current importance
for Chinese society; have an understanding of the function of news mediain
Chinese society; and develop analytical skills in dealing with Chinese mate-
rial.

Prerequisites: 110-029 Introductory Chinese 2B (p.5) or equivalent as deter-
mined by the coordinator.

Contact: A 2-hour lecture and a 2-hour tutorial per week (Semester 1).

Description: This subject offers an introduction to literary Chinese (wenyan)
which was the formal written language of imperial China and the foundation
of modern written Chinese. A knowledge of literary Chinese is thus indispen-
sable in attaining higher level literacy in Chinese. Literary Chinese also
includes texts written in classical Chinese in antiquity. In this subject students
will read selections of Chinese literature from antiquity to the Tang period.
Students will develop skills in reading texts written in full-form characters
and acquire a basic knowledge of the particles and syntax of literary Chinese.
They will aso explore the origin and meaning of Chinese proverbs and the
function of wenyan in contemporary usage.

Assessment: A class presentation and paper of 1500 words 20% (during
semester, the paper is due one week after the presentation), a 1-hour review
test in class equivalent to 500 words 20% (due in week 6) and a 2-hour exam-
ination 60% (during the examination period).

Prerequisites: 110-029 Introductory Chinese 2B (p.5), 110-161 Chinese 1B
(p.6) or 110-123 Standard Chinese 2B (p.7) or equivalent as determined by
the coordinator.

Contact: Twenty classroom hours per week (5 hours per day) (Semester 1).

Description: Thisis an in-country language subject, to be held at a university
in China in Semester 1. The subject provides an in-country aternative to
third-year language study in Chinese for well-qualified students. Both in
terms of total contact hours and language learning, this subject is the equiva-
lent of a full year on campus a Melbourne, and a pass in this subject will
qualify students for entry to appropriate fourth-year language subjects.

Description: This subject focuses on Chinese theatre in contemporary China
and the study of important chapters of selected Chinese scripts. In practical
classes, students will learn and practise basic skills necessary for performing
the various roles in the scripts studied in lectures. By the end of the subject,
students should be able to demonstrate improved skills in the performance of
Chinese plays, in reading and analysing Chinese dramas, and an understand-
ing of the major developmentsin the Chinese theatre in contemporary China.

Prerequisites: Students must have completed two semesters of study of Chi-
nese at the University of Melbourne in order to obtain credit for this subject.
110-029 Introductory Chinese 2B (p.5) and 110-030 Spoken Introductory
Chinese 2B (p.5), 110-161 Chinese 1B (p.6), 110-182 Standard Chinese 1B

or equivalent as determined by the coordinator.

Contact: A 1-hour lecture and a 1.5-hour tutorial per week (Semester 2).

Description: As students progress in their language studies, the devel opment
of higher level language skills is essential. Students need to be able to under-
stand the language of the modern media, in particular television and radio.
This requires aural skills of avery high level and the acquisition of a particu-
lar type of vocabulary. This subject seeks to build on the reading abilities and
the vocabulary acquired in 110-185 Chinese News Analysis (p.8) that focus
on written media and extend this to radio and television. This subject will
acquaint students with current usage of the Chinese language through the
study of contemporary programs. Their language skills will be enhanced by
the thorough study of selected programs of current interests. In particular the
study of scripts will increase their ability to understand and use journalistic
Chinese

Assessment: A short listening comprehension test of 500 words 20% (mid-
semester), alistening comprehension test of 500 words for 3rd year and 1000

110-431 Literature & Film in Contemporary China

Prerequisites: 110-163 Introductory Chinese 3B (p.6) or 110-040 Chinese
2B (p.6) or equivalent as determined by the coordinator and/or admission to
the postgraduate diploma or fourth year honours in Chinese.

Contact: A 1-hour lecture and a 1.5-hour tutorial per week (Semester 1).
Description: Thisis a multimedia subject, which will examine contemporary
Chinese literature and film, focusing on major developments in the post-1978
era. The subject introduces students to current uses of the Chinese language
through the study of contemporary film and literature. Students should
enhance their reading and listening skills through experiencing colloquial and
regional language use and aso widen their ability to read scholarly language
by perusing samples of textual and cinematic criticism.

Prerequisites: 37.5 points of second/third year subjects in Chinese language
and/or studies, including 110-163 Introductory Chinese 3B (p.6), 110-123
Standard Chinese 2B (p.7) or 110-040 Chinese 2B (p.6).

Contact: A 2-hour seminar per week (Semester 2).

Description: This subject involves selected readings in classical Chinese.
Selections will include passages from the classical philosophers and the early
dynastic histories, and may also include more recent writings in the literary
language (wenyan). Detailed attention will be given to at least one classical
text, and to the ways in which the contemporary meaning of the text may be
reconstructed. Students who complete this subject should gain familiarity
with the stylistic and linguistic features of classical Chinese prose; ability to
translate and comment on the stylistic and linguistic features of selections
studied; an understanding of the ways in which the Chinese scholarly tradi-
tion has shaped and changed the received meaning of classical texts; and an
appreciation of the continued relevance of classical Chinese in contemporary
China.

Assessment: Class work totalling 1000 words for third year students and

Description: This subject is a reading course on Chinese economic and busi-
ness documents.

Stu-
dents should gain familiarity with some mgjor cultural and socia struggles
taking place in China over the last three decades and the attempts by Chinese
and non-Chinese people to depict and analyse these phenomena.
Assessment: A classpaper of 800 words 15% (due a week after presentation
in class), an essay of 1200 words 30% (due mid-semester), an essay of 2000
words 45% (due during the examination period) and continuous tutorial par-
ticipation 10%.

110-187 Chinese Calligraphy

Contact: A 1-hour lecture and a 2-hour practical class per week (Semester 1).
Description: This subject forms a practical introduction to the art of the Chi-
nese writing brush. Students will be introduced to the care and use of writing
brushes, inkstones, inkblocks, and paper - the four treasures of the scholar's
studio, and will be given instruction on how to write Chinese characters with
a brush, beginning with simple exercises on brushstrokes and graduating to
‘standard script' (kaishu) and other styles. Lectures will cover the history of
the Chinese writing system, the aesthetics of calligraphy, and the place of cal-
ligraphy in Chinese culture and society.

Assessment: A synopsis of 500 words 10% (due early semester), an essay of
750 words 15% (due during the examination period) and practical work 75%
(due late semester).

Contact: A 1-hour lecture and two 1-hour textual study classes per week

Description: This subject examines developments in modern Chinese litera-
ture from the Literary Revolution to the present. Students will study Chinese
texts in class as well as read widely in English for the lecture. By the end of
the subject students should be able to demonstrate an understanding of the
major developments in modern Chinese literature since the Literary Revolu-
tion and of the ideological issues involved. They should also be able to dem-
onstrate an acquaintance with the works of a number of significant 20th
century writers.

Assessment: A book review of 400 words 10% (due mid-semester), a trans-
lation assignment of 100 words 10% (due one week after the completion of
first text), an essay of 1500 words 30% (due late semester) and a 2-hour
examination 50% (due during the examination period).

Contact: A 2-hour lecture and a 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 2).
Description: This subject forms a linguistic approach to Chinese. By the end
of the subject students should know how to apply the principles of general lin-
guistics to the analysis of Chinese; analyse some major linguistic characteris-
tics of Chinese in the areas of phonology, morphology and syntax; conduct
investigationsinto Chinese dialects; and transcribe Chinese material using the
International Phonetic Alphabet.

Contact: A 1.5-hour lecture and a 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 2).
Description: In this subject students will be introduced to the major issuesin
traditional Chinese thought within an East-West comparative perspective.
Topics discussed will include the formation of Chinese cultura identity, Chi-
nese notions of Chinese kinship, government and the law, Confucianism, Chi-
nese religion, and Chinese scientific and medical concepts. Students will read
and interpret key primary texts in English translation. On completion of this
course students will have an overview of key notions in Chinese traditional
thinking together with an appreciation of their relevance to contemporary
beliefs and practices.

Assessment: A classpaper presented in class 10% (due in the relevant week),
a 1000 word essay 15% (handed in one week after presentation), a textual
analysis exercise of 1000 words 25% (due mid-semester) and an essay of
2000 words 50% (due during the examination period).

The island's historical background will be outlined, as well as
anthropological and ethnographic studies of Taiwanese society. Students
should gain some general familiarity with a regional approach to Chinese
studies, and will also be introduced to Taiwanese reflections on the region's
present diplomatic situation in aglobal context.

Assessment: A 800 word classpaper presented in class 15% (due in the rele-
vant week and handed in one week after presentation), a 1200 word essay
30% (due mid-semester), a 2000 word essay 45% (due during the examina-
tion period) and tutorial participation 10%.

Description: This introductory subject examines Chinese society and culture
by looking at the relationship between cultural systems and imperial power. It
addresses the long-term development of social and intellectua structures in
Chinain relation to empire as apolitical order and asystem of territorial dom-
ination. Students should gain a foundation for further study of Chinese soci-
ety and culture and specific skillsin the writing of essays.

Contact: A 1.5-hour lecture and a 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 2).

Description: This course will introduce students to key notions of Chinese
strategic thought: notions that influence how the Chinese people have devel-
oped strategies in business, bureaucracy, war, diplomacy and everyday living
from imperial times to the present. In particular, the subject will deal with the
ethical conflict between civil virtues and the military tradition of deceit and
the use of force. The canonicadl literature, including the Sunzi Art of War, will
be investigated both in its ancient context and in its modern-day interpreta-
tion. Strategies of everyday living such as the use of guanxi (the art of build-
ing relations), notions of face, gift-giving and courtesies will aso be
discussed, together with Chinese business strategies in the modern era. Stu-
dents will acquire an understanding of core Chinese strategic notions and an
ability to interpret case studies drawn from business and diplomacy.
Assessment: An analytical exercise of 1000 words 20% (due mid-semester),
a classpaper presented in class 30% (due in the relevant week and submitted
as a paper of 1250 words one week later), a case study of 1750 words pre-
sented orally 10% (due in week 12) and then submitted in writing 40% (dur-
ing the examination period).

The importance of ritua as an
organising principle in Chinese society and culture will be investigated
through examination of the imperial cults and the highly evolved ritual forms
of classical and popular Taoism. The significance of the contemporary revival
of ritual activity in Chinawill be explored, aswill the evidence for the contin-
ued existence of a'shamanic substratum' in Chinese culture.

Prerequisites: 12.5 points of second/third year Chinese studies, Asian studies
or other essay based arts subject for third year. Admission to a postgraduate
diploma or fourth year honours in Chinese studies, Asian studies or permis-
sion of the subject coordinator.

Contact: A 2.5-hour seminar per week (Semester 2).

Description: This subject explores the diversity of regional culturesin China
It looks at the distinctive social structures, belief systems, rituals, customs as
well asthe linguistic, artistic and literary systems found in various regions of
what is now China. It combines the study of existing academic scholarship on
Chinese local cultures with original research, examining different conceptual
approaches to the question of regional cultural identity. On completion of this
subject students should have developed an understanding of major issues in
the analysis of Chinese regional culture, as well as skills of independent
research and analysis.

Assessment: A reflective essay of 2000 words 40% (due mid-semester), a
research essay of 2000 words for 3rd year and 3000 words for 4th year 50%
(due during the examination period) and a class presentation 10%.

Fourth-year subjects

110-533 Chinese Thesis

Availability: 4th year and postgraduate

Credit points: 37.5

Coordinator: Dr Carolyn Stevens & Prof David Holm

Prerequisites: Admission to the postgraduate diploma or fourth-year honours
in Chinese.

Contact: Regular meetings with the supervisor over two consecutive semes-
ters of enrolment (Semester 1, repeat 2).

Description: Studentswill be required to write athesis of 12 000 words. They
will also be required to present a seminar paper on the results of their research
in their second semester.

Assessment: A 12 000 word thesis 100% (due during the second semester of
enrolment).

110-408 Chinese Translation Project

Availability: 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Prof David Holm

Prerequisites: Admission to the postgraduate diploma or fourth-year honours
in Chinese. Prospective students must contact the subject coordinator.
Contact: A 2-hour seminar per week (Semester 2).

Description: This subject involves an independent translation of a Chinese
text equivalent to approximately 5000 words in English trandlation. Students
will be asked to submit an English translation of a Chinese text, chosen by the
student and approved by the supervisor, by the end of first semester. By the
end of the subject students should have become familiar with the techniques
and standards of literary translation, and be able to incorporate them into their
theses.

Assessment: A trandation project of 5000 words 100% (due at the end of
semester).
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110-430 Advanced Chinese Translation
Availability: 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Prof David Holm

Prerequisites: Admission to the postgraduate diploma or fourth-year honours
in Chinese.

Contact: A 2-hour seminar per week (Semester 1).

Description: In this subject students will learn to translate from Chinese to
English. The selection of textswill be limited to modern literature and to doc-
uments and news items on politics and international affairs because students
can be expected to have gained previous experience in the reading and trans-
lating of material of these two genres. In their tranglations students will learn
to focus on accuracy as well as stylistic appropriateness and will be encour-
aged to submit both individual and group work.

Assessment: Class work totalling 1000 words 20% (due weekly in class),
four written tranglations totalling 2000 words 40% (due at intervals during
semester) and a 2-hour examination 40% (due during the examination
period).

Prescribed texts: Materials supplied by the Institute.

110-464 Sino-Tibetan Linguistics

Note: Formerly available as 110-154. Students who have completed 110-154
are not eligible to enrol in this subject.

Availability: 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Dr Luo Yongxian

Prerequisites: Admission to the postgraduate diploma or fourth-year honours
in Chinese.

Contact: A 2-hour seminar per week (Semester 2).

Description: The Sino-Tibetan language family comprises several hundred
languages with enormous diversity, complexity and time-depth. The genetic
relationship between Chinese and Tibetan can be established, using the com-
parative method in historical linguistics. How these languages were formed
and how they interacted with each other over time is crucia to our under-
standing of the early history and culture of this region. This subject will dis-
cuss these issues by guiding the students to seek answers from the available
evidence.

Assessment: Four short written assignments, worth 40% (10% each), com-
mencing in week 3 and due at the end of the teaching period. A term project
of 3,000-3,500 words, worth 60%, due during the examination period.
Prescribed texts: Materia supplied by the Institute.

110-462 Scientific and Technical Chinese

Note: Formerly available as 110-063. Students who have completed 110-063
are not eligible to enrol in this subject.

Availability: 3rd and 4th year

Credit points: 12.5

Coordinator: Dr Luo Yongxian

Prerequisites: 110-163 Introductory Chinese 3B (p.6) or 110-040 Chinese
2B (p.6) or 110-042 Standard Chinese 3B (p.7) or equivalent as determined
by the coordinator or admission to the postgraduate diploma or fourth-year
honoursin Chinese.

Contact: A 2-hour seminar per week (Semester 2).

Description: This subject involves readingsin modern scientific and technical
Chinese. Students will be introduced to texts from a variety of different disci-
plines and technical fields, and undertake an independent reading project con-
centrating on afield of special interest. Reading strategies, technical reference
works, and the use of word banks will be explored. Students who complete
this subject should gain familiarity with the stylistic and linguistic features of
academic and technical Chinese; ability to translate and comment on the
selections studied; some facility in reading and trandating unseen passages;
familiarity with a range of reference tools; and the ability to undertake an
independent project in afield of their choice.

Assessment: Four fortnightly exercises, worth 40% (10% each), due at the
end of semester; a final essay, totalling 2500 words for 3rd year and 3500
words for 4th year, due during the examination period.

Prescribed texts: Materials will be provided by the Institute at the beginning
of semester
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
