- STAWELL SCHOLARSHIP

Recitals-

A.

In 1873 an exhibition known as the Stawell exhibition was founded in the University of
Mebourne by Sir William Fogter Stawell for the encouragement of the school of
Engineering.

It is desrable to convert such exhibition into a scholarship to be known as the "Stawell
Scholarship”.

The Univergty received £1,000 at the time of the donation, which sum increased to
$15,768 at 31 December 1994.

It isprovided as follows-

The endowment for the Stawell scholarship congsts of the sum which at the date of the
passing of this regulation in 1886 formed the endowment of the Stawell exhibition and of
its accumulations and additions as the Council from time to time directs.

The Stawell scholarship (“the scholarship”) is tenable for one year and its value is to be
determined from time to time by the Council on the recommendation of the Academic
Board.

Applications for the scholarship are invited by notice on the University notice board and in
general are lodged with the Registrar on or before the first day of February in each year.

Applications for the scholarship may be made by-

(8 personswho have completed the Fourth Y ear of a course for the degree of bachelor
of Engineering at this Univergty in the preceding year and have obtained fina
honoursin that course;

(b)  personswho have completed the Third Y ear of the course for the degree of bachelor
of Science of this University in the preceding year and have obtained honours;

(c) graduatesin Engineering or in Science of this University of not less than one year's
standing;

(d) graduatesin Engineering or in Science of some other university who are approved
by the faculty of Engineering.

The Stawell scholarship is awarded annually by the Council on the recommendation of the
faculty of Engineering. The faculty in making its recommendation as between candidates
from the different categories listed in section 4 of this regulation where al other things are
equal give preference according to the order in which those categories appear in that
section.

The holder of the scholarship must during his or her year of tenure either conduct research
in Engineering or at the discretion of the faculty enter on an approved course of travel in
Audtralia or abroad for the purpose of furthering his or her education or experience in
Engineering:

Provided that if the holder of the scholarship is a person who has completed the Third Y ear
of the course for the degree of bachelor of Science or a graduate of some other university
